1. Concave Lens: A lens that is thinner in the middle than at the edges, spreading light rays apart and making images appear smaller. 
2. Convex Lens: A lens that bulges in the middle, bringing rays of light together and making images appear larger.
3. Light: A form of energy.
4. Opaque: A material that does not allow any light to pass through like construction paper.
5. Prism: An object that separates white light into the colors that make it up (ROYGBIV).
6. Ray: Straight line of light
7. Reflection: Occurs when light strikes a surface and bounces off.   

8. Refraction: The bending of light as it passes from one material into another.
9. Scattered: To cause to separate and go in different directions.
10. Separated: Spread apart or divide

11. Shadow: Places where light does not fall or light is blocked. 

12. Spectrum: A range of light waves with different wavelengths and energies. 
13. Translucent: A material that allows some light to pass through like wax paper.
14. Transparent: A material that allows all light to pass through like clear glass.

15. Visible Spectrum: Seven colors of light that make up white light are the visible spectrum (ROYGBIV-red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, violet).

16. Wavelength: The distance from the top of one wave to the top of the next wave. Red light has the longest wavelength and violet light has the shortest wavelength.
