1. wavelength: the distance from the top of one wave to the top of the next
2. amplitude: the energy in a sound wave
3. pitch: the highness or lowness of a sound as determined by its frequency
4. solid: a state of matter that has a definite shape and takes up a definite amount of space
5. energy: the ability to do work, either to make an object move or to change matter
6. sound wave: an area of bunched-up and spread-out air particles that moves outward in all directions from a vibrating objects
7. vibration: the back-and-forth motion of an object
8. sound: created  by  vibrations  that stimulate  auditory  nerves  and  produce the  sensation  of  hearing
9. frequency: the number of times a sound source vibrates in one second
10. liquid: a state of matter that takes up a definite amount of space but has not definite shape
11. matter: anything that has mass and takes up space
12. gas: a state of matter that does not take up a definite amount of space and has no definite shape
